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Kajiyabashi and Naka-machi
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(Kajiya Bridge)
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Just across the Oo-machi River and next to the main road is Kajiyabashi, an area of Namerikawa. During the beginning
of the Edo period (1603-1868), Kajiyabashi was made into a tax free land. In order to create more storage areas for the
region, a bridge was built over the Oo-machi River. Because of this bridge,the Kajiyabashi area was named Kajiyabashi.

The Nichiren Choufukuji Temple, originally of Matsukura, was moved to Naka-machi in 1582. During the Genroku
years (1688-1704) this temple was reconstructed. It is said that in 1878, Emperor Meiji, along with statesmen Tomomi

Iwakura and Ookuma Shigenobu, visited the Hokuriku area and may have rested at a famous family s house (the

Takenaka family) in Naka-machi.
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
